ZAK, Vladimir llyich (13 December 1929, Moscow, USSR - August 13, 2007, New
York, USA) - Internationally renowned musicologist. Graduated with honors from
the Moscow State Tchaikovsky Conservatory. Majors: Theory and Composition
(Diploma: "Cantata and oratorio in S. Prokofiev’s creations, 1952). Candidate of
Art (1979), Doctor of Art (1989). Asafiev Musicological Competition Winner (First
Prize, 1982). Since 1962 (about 30 years) worked in the USSR Union of
Composers (in the perestroika years: 1986-1991 - Chairman of the Music
Science and Critiques Commission of the USSR Union of Composers). One of the
founders and leaders of the world-famous Moscow Youth Music Club at the House
of Composers (1965). Author of 5 books and over 300 articles on classical and
contemporary music. V. Zak’s works have been published in Russia, England
(Cambridge), France, Germany, Italy, Sweden, USA, Australia, Finland, Bulgaria,
Romania, India, Israel, Czechoslovakia. V. Zak lectured on the issues of his
originally developed theory of musical analysis at 23 international conferences
and symposiums. He is well known as a brilliant orator, a great musician and
educator. From 1991, V. Zak lived in the U.S. where his works were published in
English, Russian and Ukrainian.
